the house for provisions. The Scotch always paid
for all they got, but the Hessians stole everything
they could find. Her granny had a calf that she
thought a great deal of. She missed it and suspect-
ed the Hessians. So she took my grandmother with
her and went to the camp and complained to the
officer. He told her to go through the camp and if
she found it they would pay her. But she did not
find it. She had a sow and pigs she was afraid they
would steal, so she penned them close under her
windows so that if they were taken in the night she
would hear them. One morning she got up and
found them gone. So she took my grandmother
again and went straight to the Hessian camp. The
officer told her to search through the camp and if
found they would pay her for them and the calf too.
She found her sow and nine pigs killed, dressed and
hung up. The thieves were found, tied to the whip-
ping post and given “forty lashes save one” and
she and her granny had to stand by and see the
punishment. Then the officers paid her granny nine
half joes (note a half Johannes, or half-joe was a
Portugese coin worth 34.00. Thousands of them
were used by Robert Morris to pay soldiers in the
revolution.)

Then there came a time when all the families of
the rebels, as they called them, were sent away
from Long Island beyond the British Lines. When
they were sent away, my grandmother said, they

had many balls of yarn which were wound and un-
wound so many times for fear something might be
hidden in them that there was not much left of the
yarn. The women and children were hurried over
to the Hudson river and put aboard a vessel and
sent up river to what was then “Low Point” but is
now Carthage Landing. After the war, her father
(Abraham Divine) came home to find it ruined, so
he sold the land and bought a farm at Low Point
and there he brought up his children. My grand-
mother learned from him to weave, and when mar-
ried (to John Tom Linson) he told her that all over
a certain “stent” she might keep for herself. I have
seen many things she made, sheets, pillow cases,
table cloths, all of linen. My grandmother’s name
was Catherine, but she was always called Teany.
She had one sister Nancy, who married a Hicks.
Another sister, Patty, married an Abraham Divine
and lived at Nine Partners, back of Poughkeepsie.
He was a brother (or son?) of Uncle John Divine,
and her cousin named Polly married Abraham
Gerow and lived at Low Point.

Her brother Abraham, the youngest, was left all
the property when her father died, except one shil-
ling to each daughter. When all was settled, Abra-
ham went to Canada to live, and I suppose his de-
scendants live there still.
